Organizations with endorsements will be able to list NMPHA as an endorser of their legislation and can send alerts to the NMPHA member email list. Since NMPHA has no lobbyist for the 2010 session, organizations can request an NMPHA presence in hearings and we can inform members, but there is no guarantee that anyone can be present.
HEALTH REFORM

Health Action New Mexico – Health Care for All 
7- Senate Memorial - Create a Health Care Reform Working Group

REVENUE STRATEGIES

Albuquerque Partnership
